
NAHTM National Certified Healthcare Transporter Recertification Process 
 

 
Transporter returns completed Intent to Recertify form to NAHTM 

Certification Chairperson with non-refundable $20 recertification fee 

 
NAHTM sends Recertification Packet containing 8 randomly selected 

competencies assigned to each recertification applicant  
to ITC-certified preceptor at hospital  

If preceptor employed by 
hospital, he/she observes 

transporter applicant perform 
assigned competencies and rates 

performance 

 
Certified preceptor completes Application for Recertification Form with ratings, 

recommendation and required signatures  
and then sends to NAHTM CHT Chairperson  

If no preceptor employed by hospital, use 
alternate observation options (transport 

manager uses video of transporter applicant 
performing assigned competencies and sends 

to NAHTM CHT Chairperson; NAHTM 
assigns another certified preceptor to observe 

performance) 

 
NAHTM CHT Chairperson reviews submitted materials and, if complete, sends 

recertification certificate to transporter 

 
Within 6 months of initial CHT certification date, NAHTM sends 

notification of pending certification expiration 
 to hospital transport manager and/or to transporter 

 along with Intent to Recertify form
